I was born in 1904 into a prosperous family in Figueras, Catalonia

From early on, I was drawn to displays of power, either by authorities or of my own. My autobiography records my kicking my sister in the head when she was a toddler--and my "delirious joy" in doing so

Along with this unusual behavior, I showed an unusual talent for drawing and painting

Before I was ten, I concentrated primarily on landscapes; two exceptions are Portrait of Helen of Troy and Joseph Greeting His Brethren

My parents encouraged my interest and provided space for a studio in an unused part of their house. They also arranged for me to live with Ramon Pitchot, an impressionist artist.

I enrolled at the San Fernando Institute of Fine Arts in Madrid in 1921
4 points
I met Pablo Picasso in Paris in 1928 followed by a first meeting with Andre Breton and the group of writers and artists that identified themselves as surrealists

I collaborated on several films, including work with Walt Disney and Harpo Marx. Of these, my dream sequence for Alfred Hitchcock's 1945 film, Spellbound, is the best known.

By 1931, I had a reputation as a surrealist painter and 1931 saw me produce Slumber, Burning Giraffe, and my most recognizable work, The Persistence of Memory

I died on 23 January 1989 and my remains have been entombed under a glass dome with my body embalmed to last 300 years
